ad 1. This submission is intended to provide ABCSG with an overview of the proposed research project. The duly completed research project application form will be reviewed by representatives of the "abcsg.research committee" and submitted to the ABCSG board alongside an evaluation. 

The ABCSG board meets four times per year and project proposals received 6 weeks prior to each meeting will be considered and discussed. The exact timelines are made available on the ABCSG website (www.abcsg.org) as well as communicated to the ABCSG general assembly.
ad 2. There will be one responsible person in charge for the coordination of the project and for all requests.
ad 3. The specification of the additionally involved personnel documents the expertise required to implement the project. All personnel involved in the project will receive the project specific information in cc.
ad 4. The research question should address the open scientific issues, document the novelty value of the research project, and summarize the project with the working hypothesis.

ad 5. The information on the required material will play an important role in the selection of the projects as samples are scarce. Therefore, special attention will be paid to the economical use of samples through state-of-the-art techniques.

ad 6. The submitter is responsible for the implementation of the project. After consultation with Assoc.-Prof. Martin Filipits (Tel. 01/40160 57528 or martin.filipits@meduniwien.ac.at), it is possible to have tests carried out in the abcsg.research laboratory or to carry them out themselves (for a fee).
ad 7. The application to abcsg.research implies funding by the submitters. The funding is not mandatory at the time of submission, but material and samples will only be provided upon proof of funding.

ad 9. For the analysis of the data, the feasibility of the analysis (also regarding the access to data) should be clarified in advance. Additionally, extent of involvement of ABCSG Statistics or the nature of support required from ABCSG Statistics should be specified. 

ABCSG has defined fair cooperation as one of its primary goals. It will therefore be required of all submitters, to allow those involved in the project to participate appropriately in the publication process and to document this a priori. This includes as well the contribution of other abcsg.research representatives involved in the evaluation process, as well as the appropriate distribution of clinicians, pathologists, and those responsible for the organization.
